d) Action Items:

Depending on the number of potential candidates, Wang will also make a contact (Friedel). Szymczuk will make a contact for the student representative position (Counsell). Deadline to complete the slate for potential candidates is October 15, 2007. Ballots will then be developed and sent to the Executive Council for approval before being mailed to the IEREA membership by the Secretary.

Phil Berrie was nominated to fill the President-Elect position. Berrie will be the President-Elect.

   ii). Conference Loose-Ends: Larson requested that councilors contact the speakers to finalize details for the conference. The registration is free, lodging, meals and transportation costs will be paid for by IEREA. Menus were also reviewed and it was decided that last year’s menu will be used for this year’s conference. 
 Wang will contact Larson to finalize details for the Invited Speaker spot.
  Szymczuk asked for permission for the $500.00 for conference insurance to cover the hotel obligations and speaker costs should the conference be cancelled for any reason. Janssen motioned and Berrie seconded the motion to purchase conference insurance.

  iv).  Gary Dannenbring will continue as the Web Master for the IEREA until January. He will be asked to keep his hours and at the January meeting with the new board there will be further discussion regarding the Web Master responsibilities and possible payment for the services.
  v).  PrePlanning for Conference Venue in ’08. The Annual conference will be in Ames, Berrie will begin contacting possible locations for the Conference. Some possible locations in Ames include: Gateway, Starlight, and Scheman.
