Themes


Possible themes for the conference were discussed: “What’s at the Core of the 
Iowa Core?”

Subtopics might include: the Education in the 21st Century: Alignment, 
Instruction, research behind the Core Curriculum, how do you measure 
effectiveness, who wrote the research supporting the Core, how do you evaluate 
research-smart consumers of ed research, assessing effectiveness of the Core 
based on experiential knowledge, roles of the educational 
institutions/organizations in rolling out the Core Curriculum, program evaluation, 
student evaluation, and professional development, Minority and low SES 
students in schools.

Possible speakers during lunch might be Deans of the Education Schools or 
Human Sciences: Pam White (Interim Dean at ISU) or Dean McMahill (Drake).
