Welcome and Introductions
· Mack Shelley welcomed the group and brought the meeting to order at 10:00 AM.

· In the absence of Secretary Linnenbrink, Shelley offered to take minutes.

Association Business:

1. Secretary’s Report:
· The minutes from the January 29, 2010 meeting were reviewed.
· Berrie moved to approve the Secretary’s Report, seconded by Vidergar. Motion carried.

2. Treasurer’s Report:
· Dianne Chadwick reported that the account balance had increased by $10 from the previous report of January 29, 2010.

· McKenzie moved to approve the Treasurer’s Report, seconded by Berrie. Motion carried.
· Chadwick noted that the boxes she has of past Treasurer’s records need to be transferred to new Treasurer Swanson. This should happen at the next Council meeting.
Outreach committee—Berrie, Vidergar, Haack
· Chadwick noted the possibility of reaching out to current and potential new members through a mid-year event separate from the annual research conference. One possibility discussed was a Webinar on a hot topic that would lead in to the December meeting.
· Linkages with the Iowa Assessment Network also were discussed. It was noted that this group has dwindled recently.
· Possible methods to enhance membership in IEREA were discussed. There was a consensus that potential new members need to have good reasons to want to join IEREA.
· Vidergar—IEREA could explain assessment (formative, using data to evaluate teachers, student growth of at least one full year)

· McKenzie—teachers need to know how to use ITED, ITBS; SINA
· Chadwick—would you expect special education kids, and nonproficient kids, to grow at that rate?
· Berrie—IEREA could serve as a clearing house
· Vidergar—IEREA could address the “so what?” based on implications of university research for classrooms; use this to encourage new members; what do you do with the kids who are not growing?
· McKenzie—book by John Hattie (University of Auckland, New Zealand) contains a useful summary of meta-analyses related to student and teacher learning; NAEP shows that Iowa kids are stagnating; IEREA needs to provide something that can be used in the classroom
· Set up IEREA Website with relevant links; Shelley will contact Gary Dannenbring, to let him know what we are planning and that he would just need to upload documents

· Include rewards for action research conducted by teachers
· Vidergar—get teachers to share what works; a poster presentation format may be less threatening than a stand-up presentation
· Separate teacher award(s) for action research?

· 3 separate awards (of, say, $100 each)

· Criteria would need to be established
