R & E Regional Joint Ventures (IAN relationship with IEREA). Chadwick gave an update on the discussion with IAN about the joint relationship. Chadwick will check out the SIG status, opportunities available, and its costs. A possible joint dinner meeting on December 3 is tentatively planned with IAN; information advertising for the IAN meeting will be in the program.
