Promotion Materials


Copies of the conference brochure will be printed this year in an attempt

It was decided that the AYP/testing contact at each school district would be the best recipient of the brochure.  Mike Cooper will look into printing about 500 copies.  Mary Linnenbrink will put together the AYP/testing contact mailing list.  The target mailing date will be October 1.

Mary Linnenbrink and Dianne Chadwick will look into securing copies of the 2010 Condition of Education on CD from the Department of Education to distribute at the conference.
