Association Business:


a) Mission of IEREA. 


Wang and Twing briefly reviewed the mission of the organization for 
incoming council members. Copies of the mission will be disseminated; the 
web site also has the information.

b) Secretary’s Report

The minutes from the October 8, 2007 meeting were reviewed. Minutes were 
moved by Berrie and seconded by Vidergar.

c) Treasurer’s Report

The IEREA has a current budget balance of $4197.74; the Vanguard 
Fund has $20,534.31. The conference expenses were discussed including the 
printing of the flyer and the program ($1,000.00 each). The total current 
expenses for the 2007 IEREA conference were $9,888.00. Berrie will send 
a letter to Pearson to thank them for their continued support and solicit funds 
for the 2008 Conference. Szymczuk also reported the following activities: 
federal filing in September 2007 for the 990-N form since the IEREA 
organization operates on a budget less than $25,000; it will be necessary to 
reregister the IEREA organization with the Secretary of State and forms will 
need to be signed for that activity. The Treasurer’s Report was moved by 
Shelley and seconded by Twing.

d) Vanguard Account & Signature Authorization:


The names of Dianne Chadwick, the newly-elected Treasurer of IEREA, and 
Phil Berrie, the newly elect President-Elect will be placed on the Vanguard 
Account. The names of Mike Szymczuk and Lee Halverson will be removed 
from this account. Chadwick will handle all duties of the Treasurer previously 
held by Szymczuk.

f) IEREA Membership for the web.


Jon Twing will develop a form for IEREA membership, send the proposed pdf 
form to the council members, and present the design for approval at the next 
meeting. Gary Dannenbring will continue as the Web Master for the IEREA 
and update the form to the web site. 

g) Councilor Status.

Berrie disseminated the following information: Planning IEREA Conference 
2008, Planning IEREA Conference 2008 Final Results, IEREA Conference 
Audience, Interest Levels/Audience, Goals/Formats, IEREA General 
Session/Keynote Speakers.


Potential themes for the 2008 conference were discussed including: NCLB 
reauthorization; 21st century skills; National Standards/National Tests; NAEP; 
College Readiness; Core Curriculum: Adoption Process, Evidence for 
Adoption, Elementary with Core Curriculum; How to use assessment data 
with emphasis on formative data; Vision of the DE; Transitions and Turnover; 
State Standards: Pros and Cons; Evaluation in the 21st Century.


Twing will provide a list of potential speakers and topics for the council to 
consider working with the topic of formative evaluation. 


Drake University in Des Moines will be investigated as a potential location for 
the fall conference. Friday, December, 5, 2008 will be the date for the IEREA 
2008 Conference.


Berrie and Walker will meet to investigate Drake’s facilities.
