Food concerns:

· Breakfast will consist of pastry and juice, decaf and regular coffee, and tea.

Total registration:


· Currently we have 13 people signed up for the conference.

Promising Practice:

· Dale Monroe has two schools booked for the conference. One school is mid-sized and the other school is the Waterloo School District. We have a total of 45 minutes of speaking time available, so it was decided two schools re enough for this time period. There is an introduction with two 15-minute blocks for each school and time for questions.

Poster sessions:

· Frank currently has 13 poster sessions submitted at this time. We decided to extend the deadline for poster sessions one week. Pearson needs the posters on October 9th. Revisions are back to Frank on October 20th. September 25th posters sent to reviewers, one week later back to Frank. November 9th Frank is ready to send letters to selected poster presenters. Final review will take place November 29. We will have a morning and afternoon poster session. A full paper must be submitted to Jon Twing by the November date to be considered for awards.

· The Sheraton has adjustable floor easels, but we will still need backer boards and pins.

Conference needs:

· A welcome letter needs to be sent to Pearson. Jim will write this letter and get it to Pearson by October 9.

Technology issues:

· The website is still located at UNI. The two listservs are up and running for council and member use. Gary will try to keep the website current. Current minutes are not posted. Gary will post the constitutions and bylaws. Next month we’ll continue discussion on keeping the website with Neil White. We must decide if we want a contract with him. Does he want to keep working with us and at what cost. We need to decide if we need to move the website. Gary will talk to Tony at UNI to get his comments. All bills for the website need to be sent to Mike.

· Charlotte’s organization asked to use the poster boards; it was decided this is okay.

· On September 29, 2006, the Iowa School Psychologists’ Association will have its annual meeting. She asked if the Association might borrow IEREA’s poster boards—the Council agreed.

Slate of Candidates:

President-elect must be decided. Kris and Tony are leaving the committee. Six weeks prior to the election the slate must be to the secretary.

· Discussion about having a grad student as a Council member...

As a Council we agreed that there was nothing in he Constitution that prevented a graduate student from being a Council member. Xiaoping was concerned about who will support a student for travel expenses to meetings. Students who are financially supported by a grant will not generally be able to use those funds for travel to IEREA meetings. However, if IEREA continues to use either phone or video conferencing, then there would be no cost to a student.

· Kris Waltman volunteered to ask a graduate student at UI about her interest in the Council.

· As we continued to talk about possible candidates, Charlotte, Frank, and Kris volunteered to ask University faculty and students about potential interest. In addition to ISU, Frank will ask colleagues at Drake University.

· Candidates need to be current members of IEREA – grad students, $5.00; non-grad students, $10.00.

· For 2006, two members are going off the Council—Past President and a Council Representative—or two positions.

· Because Tony (Past President) is no longer actively participating in IEREA, Jim Janssen will chair the Elections Committee. Again, the Secretary (Lee) will be responsible for putting together the final slate and mailing it out to the membership.

· Bank account signatures at US Bank have been taken care of, but we still need a board member’s signature on the Van Guard account.

Other Business:

· The October meeting will be at Heartland’s Ames branch office.
